Detailed Itinerary

& Hanoi Arrival — Sapa by private car

Upon arrival in Noi Bai International airport, you will be warmly greeted by our driver
Transfer to Sapa by private car (~6 hours transfer). Enjoy beautiful view of countryside in the
Northern Vietnam with rice fields, tea hills, forests and villages

Reach to Sapa, check-in your hotel and rest. (Normal check in time: 14.00pm. Early check-

in subject to surcharge and availability).

Overnight in Sapa

L Sapa— Fansipan Cable Car — Cat Cat Village

Breakfast at the hotel

08:30 Our tour guide will meet you at your hotel and escort you on a full-day journey to
explore Fansipan Mountain, also known as “The Roof of Indochina.” Depending on your
hotel’s location, take a short car transfer to Sapa Station (Ga Sa Pa) inside Sun Plaza.

09:00 — Board the Muong Hoa Mountain Train, a scenic ride through pine forests and
hillside terraces, taking you to the Fansipan Cable Car Station.
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09:30 — Begin your journey to the Roof of Indochina aboard the Fansipan Legend Cable
Car — the world’s longest three-rope cable system. Enjoy a 15-20 minutes ride sitting tight
in a cabin with sweeping views of the Hoang Lien Son mountains range and Muong Hoa
Valley.

10:00 — Arrive at 2,800m station. From here, take the funicular railway (optional — ticket not
included) to the summit of Fansipan Peak (3,143m) or climbing about 600steps to reach the
peak

Enjoy your time at the top: Breathtaking views over clouds and valleys. Take plenty of
memorable photos above the clouds Visit the Great Buddha, Heaven Gate, Bich Van Zen



Monastery, and other spiritual sites

If you choose to walk down, you can stop to visit Bao An Thien Tu, Bich Van Thien Tu,
the huge copper Buddha Statue & Guanyin Statue. (If you take the Funicular down, you
need to climb up few stairs).

Return back to the car by cable car and depart to Sapa town.
Have lunch at Indian Restaurant

14:00 Meet your guide and transfer to Cat Cat Village, home of the Dzay and Black H’Mong
ethnic groups.

Visit the historic hydroelectric power station, built by the French in the 20th century. Enjoy
breathtaking views of terraced rice fields and the charming Cat Cat waterfall.

e Take a light trek through the village:
e Meet local families and learn about their daily lives.
e Discover traditional clothing and intricate H’Mong embroidery.
e Experience local customs, food, and handicrafts.
e Enjoy insights into their music, dance, and cultural practices.
17:00 Return to Sapa town. Free evening to explore the market or relax at your hotel.

Girl statue, Golden hand, thrilling swing, lonely tree and especially the panoramic Café where
you can watch Fansipan peak with spectacular Muong Hoa valley. You can prepare nice
clothes, hat...to make the best photos.

08:30 Our tour guide will pick you up from your hotel in Hanoi Old Quarter and depart for
Ninh Binh Province, located about 120 km south of Hanoi.

10:15 — 10:30: Arrive in Ninh Binh, visit Hoa Lu Ancient Capital. Take a walking tour to
visit the temples of King Dinh and King Le—the first and second emperors of Vietnam.
Built in the 17th century, these temples showcase remarkable architecture and historical
significance.

12:00 Enjoy lunch at Indian restaurant

13:30 Boarding a small sampan to visit Tam Coc which means literally “three caves” (1.5-
hour boat trip). With Halong Bay type views of majestic limestone cliffs and mysterious
caves, as well as countryside landscape like peaceful streams, rice paddies and deserted green
fields, Tam Coc really has it all. You will feel the fresh air and peaceful moments, a very
good opportunities for photo lovers, freezing the special moments and scenery.

16:00 Get on the car, back to Hanoi
20:00 Have dinner at Indian restaurant

Coming to the Coconut Forest, you will travel by basket boat - a typical means of transport
of the fishing village of Van Lang. Fishermen will take you into the water forest or you can
try your hand at rowing a boat to experience the feeling of floating on the river:

Here, visitors will experience and enjoy the skill of "cutting water" and experience the feeling
of floating through the coconut palms to check in beautiful photos.

You can interact with the local people here

5:00pm Head to Hoi An Ancient town, you’ll have free time for visiting Fukien Assembly
Hall, Japanese Covered Bridge, Old House... Also, you’ll have free time for shopping at
Nguyen Hoang night market and enjoy the beautiful light from thousands of lanterns.

7:00pm — 8:00pm Have a dinner with Indian Food. Enjoy your time with the boat ride and
drop flower lanterns to pray for good luck for you and your family. You will immerse yourself
in the fanciful space of the lantern street.

8:15pm - 9:00pm End of the coconut ecosystem tour program, return Danang. Drop you off
at your hotel

clouds on the top of Mount Chua.

Visit the Golden Bridge, Debay ancient wine cellar, D’ Lamour Flower Garden, Linh
Ung Pagoda

11:00 You will take a rest and have buffet as lunch in Restaurant (Indian Restaurant in
Bana Hills

12:00 Visit French Village, it is designed like a miniature version of France with simulated
architectural works such as squares, churches, towns and hotels and Fantasy Park - opens a
vibrant and attractive entertainment world with games that evoke many fun and unexpected
emotions. Amusement park has more than 100 attractive games waiting for you to explore.

15:30 Return to Da Nang city along the Beach Bay.

If time permits, and at your own expense, you may choose to visit the Saigon
Skydeck at Bitexco Financial Tower or Landmark 81 SkyView for panoramic views over
the city.

We travel out to the mighty Tonle Sap Lake to visit the floating village of Chong Kneas.
Nestled under the hill of Phnom Krom, this floating community moves location with the
waters of the lake. During the wet season when the lake swells to five times its size, the village
is near Phnom Krom, but during the dry season, it moves as much as 4km from the hill.
Everything floats on water in this living fishing community. There are floating schools,
floating shops, floating petrol stations, even floating karaoke bars. Many of the houses are
floating fish farms with large pens of fish underneath. For those that are interested, we can
also make a stop at the Gecko Environment Centre to learn more about the lake, which is like
the heartbeat of Cambodia, providing sustenance to millions of Khmer

You will visit the West Gate of Angkor Thom — undiscovered by mass of tourists
o The ancient capital of Angkor Thom (12th century),

o See the South Gate, Bayon Temple — unique for its 54 towers decorated with over 200
smiling faces of Avolokitesvara,

o Baphuon temple lying just to the north of Bayon a pyramidal representation of
mythical Mont Meru,

o We step to see our old palace as Phimeanakas temple in huge complex that was used
for our king in the past time,

o Then Elephant terrace platform for king and officers to view shows and people
meeting,

o Preah Palilay older than Angkor Thom, deeply in the forest and on path back You see
monks sprinkle water to people.

o visit temple Ta Prohm, “Tomb Raider” fame. Ta Prohm has been abandoned to the
elements, a reminder that while empires rise and fall, the riotous power of nature
marches on, oblivious to the dramas of human history

Have lunch at Indian restaurant



We continue to the famous temple: Angkor Wat. Angkor Wat is a World Heritage Site since 1992,
famous for its beauty and splendor. Angkor Wat features the longest continuous bas-relief in the
world, which runs along the outer gallery walls and narrates stories from Hindu mythology.

Enjoy walking at busy pub street where you can find many bars for cool drink or shopping at
Angkor Night Market.
